Postdoctoral position on Plant molecular biology 
We are looking for a dynamic postdoctoral researcher to join the Laboratory of Growth Regulators, Group of Molecular Physiology at the Faculty of Science. Postdoctoral position centers on basic research of involvement of plant hormones and light signaling in plant responses to drought stress.  While blue light is known to open stomata and sensitize plants to drought, it has also been shown to increase ABA and decrease GA content, which would be expected to promote stress tolerance. We investigate these apparently antagonistic functions in Arabidopsis thaliana, taking advantage of the extensive genetic resources in terms of mutants and reporter lines available to us. Using physiological, genetic and molecular approaches, we will investigate the roles of GA and ABA in the plant responses to drought with focus on the redistribution of growth between leaves and roots and on stomatal movement, as a function of blue light signaling.

Ph.D. graduates with a background in plant physiology, plant genetics, molecular or cellular biology or biochemistry of plants, and with strong expertise in molecular biology and bioinformatics are encouraged to apply. Evidence of publication activity in physiology and molecular biology of plants and satisfactory command of English are expected. A starting salary is 34 thousands CZK plus catering allowance and other benefits.
